Entering your umpiring availability on the DHUA website
1. Go into the Devon Umpires website http://www.devonumpires..co.uk/  
2. From the options at top of home page, click on “personal area”. Select your name from the drop-down list of umpires and type your password in the box. If you’ve forgotten it, there’s an opportunity on  this page to ask for a reminder (it will be emailed to your registered email address)

3. On the next page that comes up you can change your password and/or edit your contact details if necessary.  Otherwise, scroll down to fine the “Change Availability” box (which involves games over the next couple of months or so).  If you click on this box you will be presented with the page listing all the days when there are games that require umpires. 
Alongside each listed date, the “Not Available” option is pre-selected as the default.  If you want to offer you availability, then click on the “one game only” or “two games” circles.  The various games needing umpires are summarised in the next column in terms of the type, using abbreviations (e.g. “ELSL S1” = “Exeter Ladies Summer League, Section 1”) .and colour coding (blue=men, red=ladies, green=mixed). 
The last column, “Special Considerations/Notes”, allows you to more or less specify which game(s) or time slots you are making yourself available to umpire on the day in question. For example, if you’re playing in an ELSL game 7.00-8.00pm, you can enter available for “ELSL game 8.00-9.00pm (mentor please)” in this column – even if you’re a fully qualified umpire, it’s always worth asking for a mentor/coach as these may be provided free of charge by DHUA (if they have one available for the game in question).. You can also specify to what level you want to umpire – e.g “not above Men SE Div 1”.
If you’re not actually playing that day, you may feel you can enter availability for two games but remember you may still want to specify which type of game you want to do under “Special Considerations/Notes”.
4. When you’ve finished entering your availability, DON’T FORGET to click on the “Submit the Changes” box at the bottom of the page.
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
